Caring for the Needy 
The Jyoti Kalash Trust was established in January 2003 as a  

nongovernmental organization.  
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Caring for women and children 

 
Our first project, Krupa Kendra 

began in January 2003, with a 
night shelter to care for children of 
sex workers in Kamathipura, the 
largest red-light district in Mumbai. 
The greatest need for children in 
this area is during the night. Night    
shelters are a place of   refuge for 
children who otherwise have to 
spend the night under the beds of 
their mothers in the brothel rooms.  
The night shelter was running for 
almost three years in this area.  
At the night shelter we developed 
good relationships with some of the 
mothers of these children. This led 
us to   begin a Children’s Home in 
Navi Mumbai, in May 2003, for  

some of the children from the 
night shelter. The mother’s of 
these     children were eager to let 
us transfer these children to a 
home for care and protection. 
Seven years later, we can see our 
nine girls, slowly    overcome the 
emotional and       psychological 
damages of their early        child-
hood. We have watched them gain 
self-confidence and grow in crea-
tivity. Although they had a late 
start in education, each of them is 
progressing very well and has high 
aspirations for the future. Most     
importantly, they are enjoying a 
childhood in a family like             
atmosphere.  

 SOURCE and USAGE OF FUNDS 
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 AUDITED STATEMENTS 
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In October 2007, we began a Toy Library in the main municipal school in 
Kamathipura. The Brihanmumbai Municipal Corporation (BMC) permitted 
Jyoti Kalash to run a play centre for children in this municipal school. Here, 
we provide a safe and  creative environment for the  children. Every hour, 10 
to 15 children come to play, colour a picture or read a book. There are a to-
tal of about 400 children in the Marathi, Hindi and Telugu medium of in-
struction in this school. Most of these children visit the Toy room before 
or after their school times.  
Our staff visit the mothers of these children in the red light area. We have 
cared for the medical and emotional needs of these women. 
 
Caring for the Youth 

The 'Kerygma Teams' project    began in Pune in 2003.  We want to 
bring light into every area of the lives of youth in Pune.  Many of to-
day’s youth are confused and led astray by unhealthy values promoted 
by the media and    negative forces within society.  Today depression, 
violence, suicide, premarital sex etc are on the increase among youth. 
'Kerygma Teams' runs Youth Training Programs emphasizing character 
development and team work. Through these programs, youth become 
more aware of the needs around them, and also how they can become 
agents of positive change in society. The work has expanded to include 
work among school students as well.   
 

Caring for Communities 

Ashadai      Kendra      initiated community development work in Goa 
in May 2006. The project runs educational and nutritional programs for 
children in the community. Ashadai Kendra runs various programs for 
families and children in need in Goa.

The Children’s Home 
Our home in Navi Mumbai continues to be a family for our nine girls.  They 
all attend English medium schools, and have many dreams for a bright fu-
ture. They have access to computers, the internet, and are involved in various 
extracurricular activities. 
 
 
The Toy Library 

Our Play Room in the main Municipal School Building in the Kamathipura 
red-light area continues to be a blessing to all the children in this school. The 
children come in before school or during the school breaks. Compared to the 
brothel rooms where most of these children have to spend their days and 
nights with their mother’s, this play room is like an oasis.  For some time 
each day they can play with the toys, read a book, work on a puzzle or enjoy 
a game of carom with their friends.  Around 300 children come to the Toy 
room at different times during the week. We are glad to work in collabora-
tion with the NGO Navjyothi. Two of their staff work daily in this Toy room 
and are able to interact not only with the children as they play but also with 
their mother’s. The staff regularly visit the mother’s of these children that are 
in this red-light area.

Events  

Malhaar 2009 Competition on Video Productions.   

 
This year at the annual Malhaar competition at St. Xavier’s college in Mum-
bai, Jyoti Kalash was invited to be one of the NGO’s about which two col-
leges would make video productions. The two colleges assigned to JK were 
Burhani College and Wilson College.   
 
The students from both colleges were very enthusiastic about this cause for 
the women and children in the red-light area of Mumbai. Both videos were 
very well done. At the Malhaar festival there were videos prepared by differ-
ent colleges on different NGO’s and Causes. The video made by the Wilson 
College students on JK won the first prize. 
 

 
Drawing and Essay Competition at the Kamathipura Municipal School 

In December 2009, we had students from Wilson College along with our 
staff run for the first time a Drawing and Essay Competition at the Ka-
mathipura Municipal School.  The students from Std 1 to Std 3 were each 
given a drawing sheet and crayons and various themes to draw.   
 
The students from Std 4 to Std 7 were given writing paper and themes to 
write a short essay. We were able to run this competition in the classrooms 
of all the four mediums in that school ( Marathi, Hindi, Gujrati and Telugu).  
 
There were about 400 students who participated. Later at our annual New 
Year’s Event we awarded prizes to the students with the best drawings and 
essays.
